Paddling Trip To Explore Black Canyon On The Colorado River 

50 Miles, From Hoover Dam To Cottonwood Cove, NV 

Segment 1: Hoover Dam to Willow Beach, AZ, March 23 - 25, 2018 

Segment 2: Willow Beach, AZ, to Cottonwood Cove, NV, March 25 - 28, 2018  
 

Order of the Arrow members over 14 years of age and Venturers are invited to join Crew 76 on our annual trek 

trip to explore the Black Canyon on the Colorado River during the spring break of 2018. This area is renowned 

for its history, sheer rock canyons, caves,, hot springs, and abundant wildlife. We will be spending ample time 

exploring the many coves and other hidden areas that this area is known for. 

 

There will be 2 segments for this trek: Segment 1- We will be launching from Hoover Dam at 8AM Saturday 

morning and taking out on Sunday morning at Willow Beach, AZ (12 miles) ; Segment 2- We paddling from 

Willow Beach, AZ, to Cottonwood Cove, NV (35 miles).  

The price is $135 per person for segment 1 of the trek and $230 per person for the combined segments 1 & 2 

of the trek. This trip limited to 12 people.   

 

The price is $230 per person and includes food, boats, lifejackets, and paddles. A $25 deposit is required by 

October 18, 2017, in order to purchase a launch permit for Hoover Dam. Anyone registering after October 18 

cannot be guaranteed a launch permit. There will be a mandatory paddle craft and safety afloat training held at 

Sail Cove in Lake Perris SRA. Participants must attend one of the aforementioned trainings on either Feb. 3 or 

March 10. These orientation and safety trainings will be held in conjunction with the participants attending the 

Picacho Trek.

Paddling Trip To Explore The Rugged Volcanic Landscape 

Of Over 30 Miles Of The Lower Colorado River  

Presidentsô Day Weekend, February 16-19, 2018  
Order of the Arrow members over 14 years of age and Venturers are invited to join us on our trek to explore the 

Imperial Wildlife Refuge and Picacho SRA along the Colorado River during Presidents’ Day weekend of 2018. 

This area is the longest remaining stretch of the lower Colorado River in its natural state. The surrounding 

Sonoran Desert is full of rugged ancient volcanic terrain, ghost towns, numerous hidden lakes, and plenty of 

wildlife. Beaver, osprey, and golden eagles are commonly sighted along the river. 

We will be launching on Saturday morning from Walters Camp (30 miles south of Blythe, CA) and paddling 14 

miles through the Imperial Wildlife Refuge to campsite 4S in Picacho SRA. On Sunday we will paddle 6 miles to 

Taylor Lake boat-in campsite, one of the many hidden backwater lakes. On Monday we will finish the remaining 

13 miles of our trip to Fisherman’s Landing near Lake Martinez. All along the way we will explore ghost towns, 

abandoned mines, and other hidden treasures that can be found in this section of the Colorado River. 

The price is $125 per person. The price includes food, boats, PFDs, and paddles. This trek limited to 20 people. 

There will be a mandatory paddle craft and safety afloat training held at Sail Cove in Lake Perris SRA. 

Participants must attend the aforementioned training on Feb. 3. This orientation and safety training will be held 

in conjunction with the participants attending the Black Canyon Trek.
